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	At 6:00 p.m. on Monday, March 16, 2015 in the boardroom of the Village Hall, a special joint meeting of the Coal City Village Board and the Coal City Planning and Zoning Board was called to order.  

	From the Planning and Zoning Board the members in attendance were Gerald Heavens, Maria Lewis, John Hawkinson, Walt Mahaffey and Irving DeWald.  Absent was Max Valdez.

	Also in attendance were Matt Fritz, village administrator, Attorney Mark Heinle, Trustees Georgette Vota and Tim Bradley, Richard “Bob” Malone, building and zoning official and Mayor Neal Nelson.

	Mr. Fritz explained that this meeting was being called for the review of Ordinance 15-06 Zoning Code Update for both Boards.  In particular, there are two issues of serious discussion;

1)   Side yard for Duplexes

It is proposed that a new requirement be established of fifteen feet for the side yard setbacks  for duplexes.  This would allow the owner/occupant to have access to their backyards.  This would establish that all duplex lots would be a minimum of fifty-five (55) feet per dwelling unit with a minimum lot being 110’ x 120’.  Attorney Heinle presented his legal opinion and comments regarding the change.  This change will not affect the present developments but would be implemented in any new developments into the Village.  The Boards decided to establish a new zoning classification, RA-2, which would apply to the new standards for duplex lots and setbacks.  As always, developers/builders always have the option of applying for a variance if necessary.

2)  Driveways

The Planning and Zoning Board are proposing that all duplex driveways be a minimum of five hundred (500) square feet.  This would provide for more parking at a residence and eliminate the parking on sidewalks.  It was discussed changing the duplex setbacks so that four parking spots would be created between the structure and the sidewalks. 
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At 7:19 p.m. DeWald moved to adjourn the meeting, second by Lewis.  All signified by saying aye.  No one opposed.  Meeting was adjourned.
